Lewes – as in ”Loo is” not “Looze “ is set in the South Downs National Park which stretches from Winchester in the West to Eastbourne in the East.

A river runs through it. The Ouse (“Ooze”) – the lower parts of the town flooded in 1960 and 2000. There has been much flood protection work since 2000 but a flood search will be necessary when you are buying

We can tweet about “twittens” – narrow pedestrian lanes (publicly maintained )that run off the High Street.

There are former industrial areas in Malling (old tanneries) North Street (Phoenix Iron Works and others) plus a former gas works in Cliffe – all these will appear on any environmental search.

Lewes comprises the areas of Malling (“Maul as opposed to Mall) Cliffe, Southover , Winterbourne, Nevill, Wallands, Landport and Houndean . All separate but connected and very much part of the town.

Regeneration – the North Street Quarter is to be developed over the next few years to provide 400 homes and river frontage.

Bonfire – Lewes is famous for its annual celebrations on 5 November. If you buy on or close to the High Street you will have a front row.

Currency. Lewes has its own currency – The Lewes Pound – it can be bought from the Council Offices and used for purchases in many shops.

Lewes is diverse – many independent shops, artists and makers. Bill’s Produce store grew out of the 2000 floods and is now a national chain.

Curious names. Cockshute (“shoot”) stream and Winterbourne. The former causes amusement and the latter because it flows in the winter.
